1. From the menu, select File > Open > Data.

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4. Select the variable tested and move it to the Test Variables pane.
To construct a confidence Interval for the mean:
5. Select the text in the Test Value field and type: 0.
6. Click Options to set the confidence level. 
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7. Change the confidence interval to the desired confidence level.
8. Click Continue.
9. Click OK. The test results are displayed in the output window.
